
2018 SUMMER READING INSTRUCTIONS  

 

General: 

• Anyone of any age can participate, whether they’re reading or being read to (audiobooks 

count). 

• One reading log per person, but you  may do the Spinner Challenge (see below) multiple 

times. 

 

Sign-ups: 

• Participant or their parent fills out the sign-up sheet, putting name, age & grade just 

completed (if any), school (if any), and whether they’re taking a kid, teen, or adult 

reading log.   

• The kids log measures time in half-hours, with prizes at various levels, and the 

instructions are on the log. 

• The teen and adult logs require you to read ten books to complete.  

 

Prizes for reading logs: 

• Kids and teens may collect the prizes all at once or level by level, whichever they prefer. 

• Kids will receive prizes after reading for the following amounts of time: 

o For 3 hours 

o For 5 hours 

o For 7 hours 

o For 10 hours 

• Teens will receive prizes after reading the following amounts of books: 

o For 3 books 

o For 6 books 

o For 10 books 

• Adults will receive one prize after they complete ten books.   

 

Spinner Challenge: 

• This is for people (kids, adults, or teens!) who have finished their reading logs and can be 

done multiple times.   

• For every hour of reading you do, you can spin the carnival spinner, which will tell you 

how many spaces (from one to six) you can move around the Challenge board. 

• You get a raffle ticket from staff when they get to Finish. 

 

Raffles: 

• Fill out your name and contact info on each  ticket and then turn tickets in to staff. 

• The raffle tickets will be drawn at the Kids Talent Show on Saturday, August 11
th

.  

• Winners don’t have to be present to win.
